Special Needs Fund

Late last year, MennoHomes established a Special Needs Fund with designated
donations of $4,600.  Unexpected illness resulting in loss of income, or high
heating bills during the winter, are typical cases that arise that could result in
threats to safe and secure housing.

The purpose of the Special Needs Fund is to help keep families in housing
operated by MennoHomes.  From time-to-time MennoHomes receives
applications from families who are short $100 or so a month to meet the rent
charged by MennoHomes.  Also, unable to qualify for a government-
sponsored Rent Supplement, and lacking sufficient income to completely cover
the rent that has to be charged for a 3-bedroom unit, some families are unable
to make the move to a secure and safe place.

Preliminary estimates called for a capital budget of $5.8 million.  To qualify for
government grants, MennoHomes agreed to contribute equity of $1,095,000 in
land and cash (see chart below).  To date we have received a gift of land
($520,000) and cash and pledges ($330,000).  This leaves $245,000 to raise by the
end of 2007.

MennoHomes wishes to gratefully acknowledge the gift of land from the former
Eastwood Mennonite Community Homes Inc.  When EMCHI surrendered its
charter in 2004,  it donated the land to MennoHomes Inc on the condition that a
seniors facility be built on the site.

Each unit will cost $116,000 on average to build.  To meet its cash contribution
requirements (see chart above), MennoHomes will need to raise $11,500 @ unit.
Any amount you can donate will be greatly appreciated.

How We Can Achieve Energy Savings

MennoHomes retained the services of Enermodal Engineering Ltd to make
recommendations on how to achieve energy savings for its seniors apartment
project.

The capital cost of measures to improve the building envelope, windows,
mechanicals and lighting efficiencies is $76,857.  A federal government grant
of $47,234 (CBIP) is anticipated to help offset the extra costs.  It is estimated
that the annual energy savings will be in the area of $25,422.  Enermodal
expects a payback period of three years for undertaking the measures.  The
savings will benefit both MennoHomes and its future tenants.

Refugee Re-Settlement House 39 Stirling Ave.

In partnership with First Mennonite Church of Kitchener,  MennoHomes is
operating a Refugee Re-Settlement House on Stirling Avenue North, Kitchener.
MennoHomes is the landlord while First Mennonite provides the program
supports to facilitate the resettlement of the refugee family residing at the
house.

On December 31, 2005 a family of seven from Somalia moved into the house.
On January 9 all 6 children (ages 5 to 12) were enrolled at Shepherd Public
School.
